We celebrate who we are all the time. We celebrate who we are on
our birthdays. We celebrate who we are on wedding anniversaries.
We celebrate ourselves as a nation on the Fourth of July. All such
celebrations are good because they are a way of expressing thanks
to God for our very existence. So also we celebrate Reformation
Day.

We celebrate Reformation Day because on that day, October 31,
1517, Dr. Martin Luther nailed the 95 Theses to the door of the
Castle Church in Wittenberg, Germany. Little did he know at the
time that his action would be the seed of the church’s reform. So we
celebrate the fact that our Lord reformed and revitalized the church
and continues to do so to this day. This is no small matter.

We also celebrate Reformation Day because it was the genesis of
the Lutheran Church. Without it, neither St. Paul's nor any other
Lutheran Church would exist today. In this case, the reason for our
celebration is because we believe whole-heartedly that we have
gotten the basic theological premises right. We believe that we are
saved only by our faithfulness to Jesus Christ who is our Lord and
Savior. This in distinction to the many other denominations who do
not believe that faithfulness alone is sufficient, but that a personal
commitment and thus a cooperation of the human will is necessary.

This latter perspective is nothing new. From the early days of the
Reformation, there were radical spirits who took the opportunity to
deny the utter freeness of the Lord’s forgiveness and salvation.
Luther called them schwarmerei, meaning those who swarm like
bees, and hence fanatical enthusiasts, because they taught that a
fervent, personal commitment was necessary for salvation. The
problem with such thinking, as Luther perceived, was and is that if
some part of our salvation is dependent on us, then the necessity of
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death on the cross and God’s sovereignty are diminished. Such
people, even though they call themselves Christians, are no different
than any other unbeliever. They are simply faithless spirits in
begger’s clothing who have a misplaced trust in themselves. In fact,
since they are in disguise, we need to be very careful about
associations which, on the surface, may appear too simple: sending
our children to other denominations for Vacation Bible School, week
day activities, or youth group events; or ourselves, thinking that
attending another church with a friend is no big deal. In those
situations, what is heard may not be that which is the only way to
Salvation.(John 14:6)

However we Lutherans do not believe that there is anything we can
ever do or say which will make us worthy of eternal life apart from,
Lord, have mercy on me, a poor and unworthy sinner. Therefore we
celebrate this great heritage of ours proudly and loudly, for it is the
heritage of Jesus Christ! We pray,

Lord, keep us steadfast in your Word!
Curb those who by deceit or sword
Would wrest the Kingdom from your Son
And bring to nought all he has done.
